Festival-competition of electroacoustic music and the multimedia, devoted to 20-year-old anniversary of the Yekaterinburg ElectroAcoustic Music Studio

6 – 9 December, 2010 Yekaterinburg

The Yekaterinburg ElectroAcoustic Music Studio and Yekaterinburg Music Hall, with support of Management of culture of Administration of Yekaterinburg and Embassy of the United States of America spend to Russia from 6nd till 9th December 2010 the International Festival-competition of electroacoustic music and multimedia> SYNC.2010. The Festival-competition> SYNC.2010 has the purpose revealing and public demonstration of the most talented, highly artistic and highly technological products and the projects showing professional possession by various technologies and corresponding to aesthetic criteria of electroacoustic music. Besides, the major factor of the project is stimulation of development of a new educational direction in the musical high schools, connected with specialisation in the field of electroacoustic music. This direction in a sphere of education is represented extremely actual as is on a joint of musical art and new musical technologies. The main theme of festival-competition – electroacoustic music as sound art in the operated multispatial acoustic environment in synthesis with possibilities of multimedia. 
The Festival-competition> SYNC.2010 is dated for its 20-year-old anniversary. The Yekaterinburg ElectroAcoustic Music Studio has been organised in the autumn of 1990 by group of professional composers, performing musicians, programmers, engineers and sound technicians. From the very beginning of existence Studio activity has been directed on development of electroacoustic music as new direction of musical art in Ekaterinburg and in the Ural. The Yekaterinburg Studio regularly holds festivals and concerts of electroacoustic music of the Russian and international value which support the status of Yekaterinburg as one of the leading centres of electroacoustic music in Russia and cause interest of foreign colleagues. Among the major actions: the Festival of electronic music (1992) first in Ekaterinburg which became appreciable event not only in the Russian Federation, but also behind its limits. After realisation of this project the Studio has come into constant strong contacts to the Russian both foreign studios and the centres (the Theremin-Centre, Moscow; Bregman-studio of Dartmouth college, the USA; Studio of Berkeley-college, the USA; Institute of electroacoustic music of Graz, Austria, etc.) . Significant event not only in a cultural life of a city of Ekaterinburg, but also the Ural region of a steel: Festival of Modern Electroacoustic Music (1998). Festival “10 years of electroacoustic music in the Ural” (2000), the International Festivals of electroacoustic music and multimedia ALTERMEDIUM (2002, 2003), Festival “15 years of electroacoustic music in the Ural” (2005), Festivals >SYNC (2006, 2007). All these actions had a resonance in the Russian Federation, and also abroad. Such authoritative musicians in the sphere of electroacoustic music, as the inventor of first-ever digital synthesizer Synclavier, director of Bregman-studio, professor, composer Jon Appleton (USA), professor, composer known abroad the organizer of impressing audiovisual performances Diter Kaufman (Austria), director of Institute of musical technology Elisabeth Schimana (Austria), the President of the Russian Association of electroacoustic music, composer Edward Artemyev (Moscow), the director of the Termen-centre, the engineer-designer of electronic musical instruments and devices Andrey Smirnov (Moscow) and many others were visitors and participants of actions of the Yekaterinburg Studio in different years. 
This is the eleventh festival which is spent by the Yekaterinburg ElectroAcoustic Music Studio.
